There is a Sanskrit term, varchas. Like ‘dharma’, varchas is a word that defies translation, though the dictionary would give several terms like ‘vigour’, ‘energy’, ‘light’, and ‘shape’. If we say someone is endowed with varchas, we could understand it to mean one who has an irresistible attractiveness, one whose mere presence is enough for people to draw nearer.
