Formerly he was known as Brahmachari Prasanna Chaitanya. He is a Post-Graduate in mathematics, and a scholar in Sanskrit. He has mastered Paan’ini Sootras of Sanskrit Grammar, and Brahma-Sootras of Vedanta.
