Apart from dances and music from around the world, a global leadership forum, keynote addresses of the high and mighty of the land and interfaith meeting will also be held to add a note of seriousness and depth to the celebration.

The music and dances from over a hundred countries will reflect the teachings of unconditional love of Sri Sri Ravishankar, who in one of his poems has said, “Be Happy, be Playful, Be at Peace.
